INFORMATION CORNER

Nobody likes wires. They clutter your room, Use
up empty spaces, and quite simply they Iq
ugly. But let's be realistic, they are indispen
ble. Researchers at MIT however, choose]
disagree. Believe it or not but they are now gble
to transmit power wirelessly! This concept usds a
form of wireless energy transfethe ability to
provide electrical energyp remote objects witht
out wires using oscillating magnetic fields. They
call this “WiTricity”.

An easy way to understand or explain
this concept would be to think of the Trarjs-
former. Let us imagine the two coils of the trans-
former. Even though they are not physically|in
contact, the coils of the transformer are magneti-
cally coupled. Now let us physically separate the
coils of a transformer and to maintain the power
balance, we increase the size of the coils. Alsp to
